Transmission Charges
Introduction: This guide outlines the charges that apply to the Transmission Users including standard Transmission Charges and supplementary fees that may be applicable in certain situations. For each charge, we detail its regulatory basis, its applicability conditions, calculation methodology, and how to use our online tools to estimate potential costs.
I. Basic Transmission Charges

· Regulatory Basis: Article 30 – 37 of the Tariff Regulation

· Calculation: 
The Basic Transmission Charge is comprised of two components:
a) the Capacity Charge and b) the Commodity Charge determined by the allocated natural gas quantity. 
Capacity Charge =
(Invoiced Days / 365) * Tariff Coefficients (SDMi) * Coefficient B * Booked Capacity * (1 – discount) + premium auction

Tariff Coefficients (SDMi): Tariff Coefficients at IPs – Exits / domestic Exit Points
as of 1 January 2025
5,186913 (€/kWh/h/Year) or 0,216123388 (€/kWh/Day/Year)


 Tariff Coefficients at IPs – Entries / Entry Points
as of 1 January 2025
3,04103 (€/kWh/h/Year) or 0,126709583 (€/kWh/Day/Year)




Capacities with durations for less than one year (coefficient B) : 
The tariff for a capacity reservation of a duration of less than 1 year is proportional to the number of days of the capacity product.

The charges calculator on our website provides a non-binding indication of the applicable fee for the product parameters selected.




II. Additional Charges for Transmission Users

1. Exceedance Capacity Charge
· Regulatory Basis: Article 38 of the Tariff Regulation
· Application: each Gas Day and at each Network Point
· Trigger: Allocated quantity exceeding the total booked capacity for that Day
· Calculation: Charged as a Daily capacity product (D=1) with a 20% markup
· Online calculator: 
Use the "Exceedance Capacity Charge" sheet in our online calculator to estimate potential charges.

2. Daily Scheduling Charge
· Regulatory Basis: Article 29 of the Network Code
· Application: each Gas Day and at each Network Point
· Trigger: Any allocated quantity is greater or less than the respective Confirmed Quantity by more than 5% (Scheduling Tolerance Limit) 
· Unit Price: € 0,3/1000 kWh
· Online calculator: 
Use the “Daily Scheduling Charge” sheet in our online calculator to estimate potential charges.
3. Minimum Entry Pressure Violation Charge
· Regulatory Basis: Article 34 of the Network Code
· Application: each Gas Day and at each Network Point
· Trigger: Pressure of natural gas delivered at an Entry Point falls below the Minimum Entry Pressure
· Unit Price: € 0,175/1000 kWh
4. Delivery / Reception Off – Specifications Charge
· Regulatory Basis: Articles 33 and 41 of the Network Code
· Application: each Gas Day and at each Network Point
· Trigger: off – spec natural gas is delivered at an Entry Point or received at an Exit Point
· Unit Price: € 0,3/1000 kWh 
Note: In case of received off – spec gas, the User is compensated by DESFA 
5. Balancing Charges
a) Daily Imbalance Settlement Charge
· Regulatory Basis: Article 55 of the Network Code
· Application: each Gas Day
· Calculation: Daily imbalances are charged or reimbursed at the Marginal Buy/Sell Prices
· Price: Marginal Buy/Sell Prices as derived from auctions results held at the Natural Gas Trading Platform of HEnEx
· Online calculator: 
Use the "Daily Imbalance Settlement Charge" sheet in our online calculator to estimate potential charges.  
b) Balancing Gas Account Settlement Charge
· Regulatory Basis: Article 56 of the Network Code
· Application: each Month
· Process: All revenues and expenditures related to NNGTS balancing are recorded in a distinct Balancing Account
· Account Items: 
· Revenues: Balancing Actions, Daily Negative Imbalance Position 
· Expenditures: Balancing Actions, Capacity Booking for balancing services, Daily Positive Imbalance Position, Balancing Platform participation costs, NNGS Usage cost for Balancing Actions
· Allocation: The account balance is allocated proportionally based on each User's Transmitted Quantity
Note: The Balancing Gas Account is balanced at the end of each Month and on an annual basis 






6. Operational Gas Charges
a) Operational Gas Offsetting Charge
· Regulatory Basis: Article 60 of the Network Code
· Application: each Gas Day
· Process: Each Transmission User is allocated and charged for the cost of the Operational Gas quantity (own consumption & losses) of the National NG Transmission System 
· Allocation: In proportion to each User’s Total Transmitted Quantity
· Online calculator: 
Use the "Operational Gas Offsetting Charge" sheet on our online calculator to estimate potential charges.  
b) Offsetting Account Settlement Charge
· Regulatory Basis: Article 60B of the Network Code
· Application: each Month
· Process: All revenues and expenses related are recorded in a distinct Operational Account
· Account Items: 
· Revenues: Operational Gas Offsetting Charge, negative Unaccounted For Gas (UFG) value
· Expenditures: Operational Gas offsetting cost as resulted from the DESFAs official accounting records, positive Unaccounted For Gas (UFG) value, Energy Cost 
· Allocation: The account balance is allocated proportionally based on each User's Total Transmitted Quantity
Note: The Operational Gas Offsetting Account is balanced at the end of each Month and on an annual basis
